Recruit Group publishes magazines covering a wide range of topics with an
extensive nationwide readership in Japan through our businesses in the
Matching & Solutions SBU. While we continue to ensure that our free
magazines are readily available in railway stations and shops throughout Japan
and our paid magazines at bookstores and kiosks across the country, we make
every effort to run our print-media business with a strong focus on addressing
climate change. By doing so, we are aiming to offer more sustainable products.

We continuously take steps to minimize environmental impact in our
magazine’s production stage — from printing to waste collection. Measures we
have taken to reduce paper consumption while maintaining the amount and the
quality of information include reducing the thickness of the paper — but
keeping the quality texture — and avoiding show-through, by collaborating with
our suppliers. In addition, we are transitioning to FSC-certified paper, which
uses wood from properly managed forests. Furthermore, we ensure that all
offcuts inevitably produced from the bookbinding process are carefully
collected and recycled, by working together with our suppliers.

Once printed and bound, the publications make their way to magazine racks
across Japan. Our goal is to ensure that we also keep our carbon footprint as
low as possible at the distribution stage. First of all, we manage our own fleet of
haulage vehicles, allowing us to take full control of our magazine’s supply
chain. By optimizing delivery frequency and freight consignment efficiency, we
have reduced the number of trucks on the road.

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Furthermore, we utilize cutting-edge technology and Al to accurately calculate
the exact number of copies that match the demand of each magazine rack at
any location, which is known as the “takeaway ratio.” This helps us ensure
every magazine gets into the hands of every person who wants one and
thereby minimizes leftover publications. Our contracted paper recyclers collect
any surplus magazines that didn’t reach readers and deliver them to paper
manufacturers, where they are recycled into cardboard and other paper
products.

Recruit Group promotes activities to ensure the conservation of biodiversity,
one of which is tree planting”. The Matching & Solutions SBU has been
involved in this activity since 2006, under joint funding with Recruit Holdings.
As the circulation figures for our free newspapers/magazines grew and led to
greater consumption of paper resources, we launched this activity in the
context of corporate social responsibility, realizing that as a company dealing
with paper media that if we consume trees we should also plant them as a
way to give back to society.

Our tree farm stretches over 453 hectares across seven sites in North Perth,
Western Australia. All farms have been certified by “Responsible Wood,” an
Australian not-for-profit that sets globally recognised standards for managing
forests sustainably and member of PEFC™ International.The trees we plant
are eucalyptus, which grow more than three meters a year, and can be
harvested in ten years. Local staff from WAPRES (the largest tree plantation
operator in Western Australia), our partner for operations such as selecting
land with good soil and introducing appropriate pest/weed control, which
manage the tree plantations and regularly carry out regular upkeep.

Tree harvesting started in 2016 and the plan up to 2031 is to harvest wood
chips amounting to 181,152 GT (green ton: wet weight or air-dried weight of
wood chips including moisture). During the operation cycle, the cut/harvested
trees are processed locally to produce wood chips, which are then delivered
to paper manufacturers for use as raw material for paper production. We
have acquired FSC™ certification for this entire operation cycle. We believe
that running tree plantations as part of our business will generate social and
environmental value, and we plan to continue with this activity.

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Culture Behind the Turnover Rate (Supporting Individual Will and Passion)
The Company has a culture of supporting individuals who venture out to take
on challenges outside the company, whether through entrepreneurship or
career changes for further self-realization and career advancement, utilizing the
skills and experiences cultivated at the Company. We believe that by pursuing
such challenges, our corporate alumni will eventually promote employee
engagement and the company’s attraction. In Japan, such employee turnover
is referred to as a "graduation", which expresses our culture celebrating the
success of employees who have left the Company.

In addition, it is common for us to welcome those who have left back to the
Company, bringing new strengths gained from various experiences outside the
Company. We believe in giving opportunities and supporting the employees’
passions, which is expressed in our group value to "Bet on Passion;" a core
tenet of our human resources management philosophy and a group-wide
practice.

Promoting a Culture of Open Feedback

In keeping with Recruit Group’s value "Bet on Passion," we are building an
organization that has a talent development culture for nurturing every
individual's differences and strengths as well as recognizing each other's
individual attributes. To achieve this, Recruit Holdings and its major
subsidiaries introduced a 360-degree evaluation that allows multiple
respondents, including direct superiors, peers and subordinates to discuss and
provide feedback on an individuals' day-to-day work. Through the responses to
the 360-degree evaluation, we provide an opportunity for employees to
exchange feedback.
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Additionally, Recruit Holdings and Recruit Co., Ltd (the headquarters of our
Matching & Solutions SBU) have a unique meeting culture called "Yomoyama,"
where people at various levels, from new hires to veteran employees, can
casually talk with each other. The “Yomoyama” culture encourages
unstructured, agile conversations among employees, which enables
continuous feedback among each other and networking beyond day to day
relationships.

Employee Training
Recruit Group provides various initiatives and employee training programs to
promote human capital development to all Group employees™.

For example, at Indeed, one of our main subsidiaries leading our HR
Technology business, we have an immersive onboarding program called
Indeed University. The twelve-weekly sessions bring together newly hired
engineers from around the world to learn about data-driven decision-making.

While Indeed University is primarily for new hires, it's also an opportunity for
experienced tech employees around the world to learn about management
roles as they mentor new hires through all phases of the program.

In addition, Indeed also runs the Associate Product Manager (APM) Rotation
Program, designed to develop future product managers. The program brings
together a diverse group of highly motivated individuals from various countries
where Indeed operates, to assume responsibility for one of the company's
products. The participants are empowered to independently tackle challenges
while fostering robust relationships with the senior leadership team at the
company's headquarters in Austin.

In addition, Indeed offers “IndeedLearn”, an internal platform that houses
content from training teams across the company. Employees can sign up for
offerings in various formats in order to keep learning and developing.
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Employees with at least 12 months of service and a recognized service record
are eligible to receive a specified amount of reimbursement per year for
professional certifications and educational courses at accredited universities
and institutions. Indeed also provides support for external learning through
conferences, certifications, and memberships, as well as capacity building for
outside learning.

In line with our human resources management policy, Recruit Holdings and
Recruit Co., Ltd., the Matching & Solutions SBU Headquarters, provides a
variety of learning opportunities that fit each individual. For instance, our
management training program ensures a smooth transition for all newly
appointed managers by providing comprehensive support throughout their
initial responsibilities. We also implement a biannual upward feedback survey,
where managers receive feedback from their team members, allowing them to
reflect on their management practices. We offer a transition training program,
to promote early career success and support those who are transitioning roles
to acquire the necessary skills, whether it be through promotions or shifting job
functions. We also provide onboarding training to support newly hired
employees and an IT boot camp training program to enhance their fundamental
IT skills.

Furthermore, we have developed RBC Online, an on-demand online platform
that offers video content to encourage autonomous learning among employees
in collaboration with GLOBIS — an external educational institution. At RBC
Online specifically, we provide over 10,000 online training courses throughout
the year in a wide range of topics to employees of Recruit Holdings and Recruit
Co., Ltd., (approximately 32% of all Recruit Group employees). The online
training courses are customized for beginner, intermediate and advanced
levels, and enable employees with different positions, strengths and
backgrounds to explore the areas they want to learn about, and upgrade the
skills they need to strengthen.
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In addition, Recruit is strengthening partnerships with universities to provide
employee training. For example, employees can take lectures from the
Metaverse Engineering Department of Tokyo University to strengthen their
engineering and IT skills. We also offer online leadership training for
professionals in collaboration with Minerva University, not only to employees
within our organization but also to external parties.

Since its inception, Recruit Group has been guided by the belief that our
strength comes from within. We prioritize and nurture each individual’s unique
qualities in the pursuit of new value creation. To continue this pursuit, Recruit
Group actively seeks out talented individuals who share our values by
conducting recruitment initiatives at each SBU.

For instance, at Recruit Holdings and Recruit Co., Ltd., the Matching &
Solutions SBU Headquarters focuses on hiring technology positions like
engineers and UX designers who support our online products, alongside
corporate roles such as sales, business planning, public relations, and human
resources. To facilitate this hiring process, we collaborate with department
managers each year to determine the necessary profiles and number of
personnel required for business growth. As part of this effort, we launch
recruitment web pages primarily targeting new graduates, providing detailed
information about job responsibilities, required skills, and experiences for
each role. Additionally, we conduct over 50 recruitment information sessions
annually, including those in collaboration with career centers at more than 30
universities, in order to secure outstanding talent. As a result, in fiscal year
2022, we received over 20,000 applications for approximately 400 new
graduate positions. Additionally we also offer a long-term internship program
called "RECRUIT Internship for Engineers Data Specialists" to develop new
pools of technology talent.
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In addition to human resources personnel, employees working in the
business units are also actively involved in recruiting activities. In fiscal year
2022, 2,100 employees participated in recruitment activities, including 1,400
leadership positions and 700 general employees. Additionally, Recruit
allocates time for mutual understanding beyond interviews, tailoring these
interactions to each candidate's circumstances. This includes HR-led career
consultations and interviews with employees for on-site insights. The total
annual contact time with recruitment candidates, excluding interviews,
surpassed 6,600 hours.

To thrive in this business, attracting diverse, talented individuals,
including engineers, from around the world and fostering a medium to
long-term commitment to enhancing the enterprise’s value is crucial.
Therefore, starting in 2021, the SBU implemented an Employee Stock
Ownership Plan Trust (ESOP) for executives and employees. This initiative
aims to ensure its recruiting competitiveness remains on par with globally
operating technology companies listed on stock exchanges and to incentivize
our employees to contribute to the long-term growth of the Company.
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At Staffing SBU, ensuring agility and efficiency in decision-making is the key
to success. To accomplish this, the SBU has implemented a “Unit
Management” approach within its subsidiaries.

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Our DEI commitment and policy is governed by the Board of Directors and the
achievement of which is linked to the long-term incentives of executive
directors and senior vice presidents who are responsible for realizing these
targets. Since FY2021, each SBU has studied its gender gap and analyzed the
respective root causes of this gap, as well as proactively promoted women for
senior executive positions, which include CEOs of main subsidiaries as well as
executive officers of SBUs. As a result, the ratio of women among senior
executives has increased from 10% in FY2021 to approximately 22% as of
April 1st, 2023*'. From FY2022, we have accelerated our efforts to reduce
unconscious biases and expanded the number of women candidates for all
roles by setting a three-year target for women representation*?.

In addition, the Board of Directors has decided to link the achievement of the
three-year targets” for women representation to a portion of long-term
incentive compensation™. Those eligible for this initiative — starting from
FY2022 — are senior executives in charge of managing the achievement of
these ESG goals.

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To increase representation of women in our overall workforce and in
managerial positions, senior executive roles and of the members of our Board
of Directors, Recruit Group provides programs designed to identify and
eliminate the barriers that women face in the workplace with strong
commitment and leadership from our top executives.

Efforts in our Business Operations for Achieving Gender Parity across
the Group

Our various leadership teams are working tirelessly and urgently to
breakthrough their unique challenges to make change to help accelerate our
journey toward achieving gender parity by FY2030. The following initiatives
portray our current collective efforts around the world.

HR Technology SBU

The HR Tech SBU established a new process, Inclusive Interview Rule (IIR)
for internal and external hiring practices to ensure a diverse slate of
candidates throughout the entire interview process. The IIR requires that the
final slate of candidates interviewed must include at least one non-male
identifying (NMI)™", and one self-identified U.S. underrepresented racial/ethnic
minority (URM™). As a result, the representation of employees at the director
level and above has increased for women and NMI, as well as
underrepresented racial/ethnic minority groups. The IIR is applicable to all
regions and roles posted internally and externally. The HR Technology SBU is
also implementing measures to boost the number of women represented in
the engineering, science and tech-related positions.

Matching & Solutions SBU

At the Matching & Solutions SBU, which operates mainly in Japan where the
gender gap is particularly significant, first the SBU identified and reduced
gender biases by clarifying the requirements for managerial positions and
reevaluating what was previously thought of as must-have skills or necessary
work styles to increase women’s representation. The organizations that
adopted this initiative identified 1.7 times more women as managerial
candidates while it increased by 1.4 times for men, leading to diverse
candidates for management positions.

Staffing SBU

The Staffing SBU, which has already achieved 50% representation across
our managerial and staff positions, aims to further strengthen succession
planning for its senior executives — the CEOs of major subsidiaries and SBU
executives — and to increase women'’s representation in their candidate pool.
In addition, the Staffing SBU implemented a new leadership mentoring
program to nurture women managerial candidates. As a result, the number of
women in executive roles at Staffing SBU has increased from 14% in 2021 to
38% in 2023 over the two years.

Unique training programs to advance DEI

Matching & Solutions SBU

The Matching & Solutions SBU president and executives send out messages,
and provide opportunities for study sessions so that the heads of
management organizations can deepen their understanding of DEI. In
addition, the president himself communicates the significance and purpose of
Recruit's promotion of DEI in the Recruit Update Channel for Leaders, a
communication outlet that provides information for all Recruit managers.
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The Matching & Solutions SBU also provides training programs to support the
career development of women employees. For instance, "Career Cafe 28”
offers training to help women navigate life events that might arise during their
careers, while "Career Cafe Next Step" focuses on the professional
development of women in their thirties.

Additionally, "Career Cafe 28 BOSS" is a management training program that
features external speakers and provides hands-on management skills to
managers of women employees, supporting the success of women in the
workplace.

In addition, to promote DEI in science-related occupations (STEM), the SBU
supports the University of Tokyo's Metaverse Engineering Department which
aims to enable all people to study engineering and information technology. For
example, the SBU and the University put effort in communicating the appeal of
engineering and information to women junior and senior high school students
so they will consider STEM occupations at an early stage in their career
choices. We mainly support information dissemination through the construction
and operation of the website of the Faculty of Engineering for Metaverse
Engineering Department by reviewing content and conducting workshops for
students involved in website management. The contents are also available to
Recruit employees to observe lectures given by the Metaverse Engineering
Department.

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HR Technology SBU

At Indeed of HR Technology SBU, Inclusion and Belonging is one of its five
core values, alongside Job Seeker First, Pay for Performance, Data Driven,
and Innovation. Its policies, processes, and programming, is driven by a
dedicated Diversity, Equity, Inclusion & Belong (DEIB+) team endorsed by top
management, to realize an environment of inclusion and belonging.

For example, the Inclusive Learning & Enablement team are curators of
Indeed’s educational pathways for its employees. From live trainings and
workshops to e-Learning courses, continuous education is a vital component to
the DEIB+ strategy aiming to provide employees with opportunities to grow
personally and professionally.

In addition, these initiatives include highly acclaimed annual Empathy & Equity
Summits, which serve as platforms to enhance understanding and promote
empathy and compassion. Additionally, the company conducts Unconscious
Bias training sessions to increase awareness of its inherent biases. The
company’s foundations for allyship training are specifically designed for new
allies seeking to support marginalized groups effectively. To further expand its
horizons, Indeed offers dynamic Flip The Script live facilitated workshops that
challenge traditional perspectives and broaden participants’ outlook.
Furthermore, the company has developed an Inclusive Language Guide to
encourage more inclusive communication practices.

Indeed also partners with a variety of external DEIB+ programs such as
returnships, apprenticeships, and boot camps opportunities to learn and
networking with external communities.
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To further promote gender equality within the company, Indeed actively
supports advocacy activities from an Inclusive Resource Group (IRG) called
“Woman at Indeed”.

Recruit Group is promoting the following initiatives to close the gender pay gap.

Recruit Group Companies Based in Japan (including Recruit Holdings)
We have adopted a general policy of "Pay for Performance" and have
introduced a "Mission Grade System" for permanent employees, in which
compensation is determined by the expected role of the employee and the
magnitude of the employee's performance in relation to that role, regardless
of age, year of hire, etc. As a result, there is no disparity in wages between
men and women in the same mission grade or evaluation. We believe that
the primary issue for reducing wage differences between men and women is
the low percentage of women in higher mission grades and management
positions. Therefore, we aim to increase the ratio of women in higher mission
grades, including highly professional personnel, by accelerating our efforts
toward the group wide goal of increasing the ratio of women in management
positions to approximately 50%.

An annual salary equity survey is conducted to assess progress. The
survey is implemented by an independent outside firm, and is
conducted based on demographics, work experience, responsibilities,
and other factors.

Providing employees with training and tools to address issues as they
arise. Training is being provided to people managers on how to
facilitate dialogue and the steps to take when changes are needed.
Training is also provided to talent attraction teams on how to broach the
topic with candidates.

Initiatives for Our People with Disabilities [&EhH\\E&ERDEUEM
We aim for equal participation of all employees, regardless of disabilities.

In Japan, we work to employ people with disabilities at Recruit Co., Ltd,
Matching & Solutions SBU Headquarters, and at Recruit Office Support, the
special subsidiary for people with disabilities. Employees can have an option to
choose their work styles depending on their own situation.

In the Japan operations of the Staffing SBU, there are two special subsidiaries
for people with disabilities: Staff Service Business Support and Recruit Staffing
Crafts. Those companies prepare opportunities for each employee with
disabilities in accordance with their individual skills and qualifications. In that
way, the companies aim to create an environment where anybody can flourish
regardless of the type of disabilities they have, such as people with orthopedic,
auditory, visual, and other impairments.

In addition, the SBU secures employment opportunities for people with severe
learning difficulties in the field of manufacturing, where they often excel. In
addition, we have been facilitating employment of people with chronic ilinesses
treated with dialysis who are often said to have the fewest options for
employment.

At Indeed, the employee-led Inclusion Business Resource Groups (IBRGs)
encourage employees with various disabilities to flourish. One such group is
Access Indeed, an official employee-led IBRG that helps to drive education and
awareness around inclusion for visible and invisible disabilities in the
workplace.

At Recruit Group, we foster a culture that values diverse perspectives,
regardless of age, and have been dedicated to creating significant new value
for both society and our company since our establishment. To promote
diversity, we have been actively appointing individuals from different
generations to important positions, including senior management roles. Our
board of directors is composed of a diverse group of individuals spanning
multiple generations, ranging from those in their 40s to their 70s*".

At Recruit Holdings and Recruit Co., Ltd, which is a holding company of
Matching & Solutions SBU, we employ a unique compensation structure called
Mission Grades. Under this structure, an individual's pay, including salary and
bonus, is based on the impact, difficulty and complexity of their assigned
missions and their expected performance, rather than their tenure or past
experiences with the company. At Recruit Co., Ltd, 41% of its employees are in
their 20s, 44% in their 30s, 12% in their 40s, and 3% in their 50s or above. We
also believe in creating a work environment where individuals can continue to
contribute their talents and expertise regardless of age. As such, we do not
impose a mandatory retirement age for managerial positions and have a
continuous employment system that allows individuals to work until the age of
65, even though the retirement age for full-time employees is set at 60.

Furthermore, HR technology SBU Indeed has a significant presence of diverse
generations. As per Indeed’s global employee statistics, the millennial
generation (born from 1981 to 1996) constitutes 78.7% of Indeed's workforce,
followed by Generation X (born between 1965-1980) at 14.8%. Generation Z
(born between 1997-2012) comprises 5.6%, while Baby Boomers (born
1945-1964) make up 0.9%*2.

Employee Compensation and Equity Incentives HEESIREICDWT

Recruit Group's employee compensation system, as stipulated by internal
policies, is guided by two fundamental principles: Equal Pay for Equal Work
and Pay-for-Performance. In accordance with these principles, we strive to
provide fair and equitable compensation that exceeds the minimum wage and
complies with all relevant laws and regulations for all employees and temporary
workers. Additionally, we have implemented a performance-based incentive
pay system to promote employee engagement and contribute to the company's
long-term growth.

Variable Performance-based Pay

We conduct annual performance reviews and offer performance-based
incentive pay to all Group employees*1- Our three SBUs have also established
their own optimal compensation system according to their distinctive business
characteristics.

In HR Technology SBU, we offer an equity-based incentive plan to its
approximately 10,000 employees that is aligned with company performance. At
Recruit Holdings and Matching & Solutions SBU, we also provide
performance-based incentive pay to our employees. Staffing SBU has also
introduced performance-linked remuneration based on its "Unit Management"
system that transfers authority to an organization that is best familiar with local
needs and markets to maximize the outcome. The employee compensation is
linked to performance, and properly rewards employees for their expected roles
and achievements.

Employee Stock Ownership Plan (ESOP)

The Company has implemented an Equity Incentive Plan primarily for HR
Technology SBU employees, which has approximately 10,000 employees
(approximately 20% of all Recruit Group employees), utilizing shares of Recruit
Holdings, with new grants beginning in the calendar year 2021.

The Company believes that this plan will emphasize to its employees the
significance of their contributions toward enhancing the Company’s enterprise
value in the mid-to long-term. Equity-based incentives have become a standard
practice for publicly listed global technology companies. As a result, the
Company believes that the implementation of this plan, for which the main
recipients are primarily employees in the HR Technology SBU, will be an
invaluable tool for recruiting and retaining talent globally. The Equity Incentive
Plan operates through an Employee Stock Ownership Plan Trust (ESOP Trust).

Employee Stock Purchase Plan (ESPP)

To raise employees' awareness of their participation in company management
and ability to enhance enterprise value over the mid-to long-term, we
implement the Employee Stock Purchase Plan for approximately 26,338
(approximately 45% of all Recruit Group employees) of the permanent
employees in Recruit Holdings and its main subsidiaries located in Japan.
Employees that join the plan can purchase Recruit Holdings’ shares by
contributing a certain amount of money.

The amount can be set by each employee, with the minimum being 1,000 yen,
a much smaller amount than what it would cost to buy the shares in the market.
Furthermore, employees who join the plan receive an amount of money equal
to 5% of their contribution to the plan as a financial incentive.

Recruit Group adheres to all applicable labor laws and regulations at the local
level, ensuring the rights and wellbeing of our employees and temporary
workers are protected through compliance with standards for working hours
and overtime. As a company, we are committed to upholding these labor
standards and communicate this commitment to all employees and temporary
workers upon joining the organization, across all subsidiaries of Recruit
Holdings globally.

The Recruit Group Human Rights Policy highlights our commitment to
upholding and advancing the internationally recognized human rights outlined
in the International Labour Organization (ILO) Declaration on Fundamental
Principles and Rights at Work. These Rights at Work refer to freedom of
association and the right to collective bargaining, the elimination of all forms of
forced or compulsory labor, effective abolition of child labor and the elimination
of discrimination in respect of employment and occupation.

Under the Recruit Group Human Rights Policy, the rights of employees and
temporary workers of Recruit Holdings and its consolidated subsidiaries,
including job seekers, candidates, seconded employees, self-employed
workers, and all other persons who work temporarily for our clients through our
staffing businesses are protected.

Recruit Holdings and Japanese group companies have an employee
representative system in compliance with Japanese law. Whenever we
establish new rules or change rules on working conditions, the Company
explains those changes to all employees, and then the employee elected to
represent the majority of the workers at that workplace will review the final draft
of the new or changed rules, to ensure the employees' opinions are reflected.
Revised company policies and regulations are integrated into the labor
regulations or a labor-management agreement that is entered into by the
company and employee representatives. This labor-management agreement
covers approximately 45% of the company's workforce.

Among various risks that may affect the Company's financial condition, results
of operations and cash flows, the company identifies risks associated with
occupational health and safety (OHS) as a “high-priority risk”, which the
Directors of the Board and Senior Vice Presidents determine to be of
importance and require countermeasures. Under our risk assessment, Recruit
Group specifically views the following as our OHS risks.

e The Company’s inability to attract and retain qualified employees and
maintain a positive work environment for its employees could harm its
business and inhibit its ability to operate, grow and achieve innovation
successfully.

e The Company’s business operations are exposed to natural disasters,
terrorism, pandemics, calamities or other factors.

Procedures to investigate occupational health and safety situations

At Recruit Holdings Co., Ltd. and Recruit Co., Ltd., employee safety in the
event of a disaster is confirmed through a safety confirmation system that
utilizes both e-mail and dedicated applications. In addition, our Risk
Management Regulations clearly define escalation protocols, in an unfortunate
event where the lives of management or employees of a company are in
danger, and the company is required to make a decision on how to respond.
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Training provided on occupational health and safety

Recruit Group provides OHS education and training to employees. For
example, at Recruit Co., Ltd, various initiatives take place, including the
handout of disaster preparedness handbook, regular distribution of newsletter
on OHS, and online training on disaster prevention. In addition, OHS guidelines
for managers are provided.

Wellness at Work Survey

At Recruit Holdings Co., Ltd., we conduct a monthly “Wellness at Work Survey”
to check the condition of our employees. The survey takes about 3 minutes,
and employees can answer on a scale of 1 to 10 about their physical and
mental condition. In addition, employees can talk about their condition feely in
the comment field. Through the monitoring of the results, the Human
Resources Department evaluates the progress in reducing and preventing
health issues and risks, and provides support to employees as needed.

Non-Compensation Benefits and Measures to Support Employees
Each SBU and subsidiary at Recruit Group provide benefits to its employees,
reflecting their needs.

For example at Indeed, one of our main subsidiaries leading the HR
Technology SBU, various benefits are provided to approximately 13,000
employees (approximately 23% of all Recruit Group employees), such as
medical insurance, worldwide systems that allows employees to take unlimited
paid leave known as Open PTO, remote work, paid parental caregiver leave,
paid bereavement leave, support for employees who are fostering a child or
caring for a family member, support for employees who identify themselves as
female, counselings, fithess and meditation classes, and more. Please refer to
Welfare benefits of Indeed, Inc. for more information.

Recruit Holdings and Recruit have implemented the following initiatives for their
approximately 23,000 employees (approximately 40% of all Recruit Group
employees), including contract employees.

Remote Work

Remote work for any reason and any amount of time had been introduced on
an organization-by-organization basis since 2015, before the spread of
COVID-19. From April 2021, this was introduced for all employees, including
contract employees, with the exception of some positions (those related to the
placement business and counter business). In addition to that, we provide our
employees, including contract employees, with access to more than 500
satellite offices across Japan.

Flexible Working Hours
Flexible working hours are applicable for all employees, including contract
employees, with the exception of those that are hourly employees.

Average of About 3 Days Off Per Week Per Year

Starting in April 2021, Recruit Holdings and Recruit increased the number of
annual holidays that employees can freely decide the days to take, apart from
calendar holidays and paid vacations. This allows employees (including
contract employees) to take an average of approximately three days off per
week per year, without changing their annual scheduled working hours or
salary.

Vacation and Leave Systems That Are Not Limited toward Specific
Requirements or Attributes

In order to emphasize our respect for the diversified work styles of our
employees, from April 2021, we adopted a vacation and leave system that is
not biased toward specific requirements or attributes.

e For childbirth and childcare, we have established maternity/paternity leave
and childcare leave (40 days in total) that can be taken from pregnancy
until the child is 12 years old, regardless of the employee's gender.

e For nursing care, we offer care leave (5 days) that can be used for family
members, including pets, regardless of legal requirements, such as
certification of the need for nursing care. Rather than presuming a
long-term leave of absence, we support our employees in continuing to
work while balancing vacation and leave, together with remote work and
increasing annual holidays.

Paid Leave for Half-Days
Employees including contract employees are able to take paid leave for
half-days.

Shorter Working Hour System

Employees including contract employees can work for shorter hours (fewer
hours in the week than what is deemed full-time employment), which is up to
120 hours per month. For childcare reasons, shorter hours are permitted until
the end of the fiscal year in which the child turns 12-years old, and for nursing
care, shorter hours are permitted up to two times in three years. This excludes
employees who have been with the company for less than a year, or
employees who work less than two days per week.

Second Jobs and Side Jobs

Upon approval of the supervisor and the head of the human resources
department, employees including contract employees are able to have a
second job or a side job.
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Regular Medical Check-Ups

We arrange medical check-ups at all workplaces, either by visits from
healthcare professionals or at nearby medical facilities, with the target of 100%
of employees, including contract employees, having a medical check-up once a
year. When employees require follow-up tests based on check-up results, we
arrange opportunities to get examined at a venue or medical facility similar to
that used for the regular medical check-up. Referrals are issued in accordance
with the particular conditions when treatment, lifestyle modification, or other
intervention is required, and appropriate follow-up is conducted through
consultations with physicians and nurses, health guidance, or other means.

People eligible for specific health guidance receive follow-up care in the form of
guidance provided in coordination with the Recruit Health Insurance Union.

Working Hours Monitoring System and Measures against Overwork
We implement internal policies and measures against overwork as part of
work-hours management in compliance with local labor laws and regulations .

To ensure the wellbeing of employees and prevent health problems, Recruit
Holdings and its consolidated subsidiaries commit to reducing excessive
working hours. We have introduced a monitoring system to track working
hours and send guidance on reducing overtime via email to employees
including contract employees and their supervisors when an employees’
overtime work is excessive.

Employees including contract employees whose hours exceed the set standard
have a healthcare consultation with a physician, as well as a check of their
general health condition and any necessary follow-up care. Their work hours
are also restricted. Necessary measures are taken to prevent deterioration of
the health of employees who have some type of health concern, including
setting up individual consultations with a physician after conclusion of the
healthcare consultation.
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Mental Health Measures

Recruit Group has taken initiatives to protect the mental health of employees
as a key theme. Health maintenance staff are placed within the human
resource sections of each company, where they coordinate with physicians and
nurses in the Health Management Office to take preventive measures. Content
related to mental health is incorporated into training for new employees and
new appointees to managerial positions.

This aspect of our employee education activities aims to cultivate a corporate
culture enabling the prevention and early detection of mental health issues.

Stress checks are also conducted within companies to ascertain the level of
employee stress and existence of mental health issues. Based on the results,
employees considered to be at high risk for mental health issues are provided
with follow-up services on an individual basis, including individual consultations
and contact with physicians.

Other Types of Consultation

The Health Maintenance Office appoints nurses in charge of companies and
regions to provide consultations on Recruit Group employees' health
management. They are available at any time to handle inquiries from and offer
advice to employees about mental and physical health issues.

In addition, external health consultation providers are contracted to establish a
system enabling 24-hour access to health consultations for members and their
dependents of the Recruit Health Insurance Union. Women make up a large
percentage of our workforce, and female-specific health issues are not
uncommon among employees. Therefore, health seminars for women and
opportunities for health consultations with gynecologists are regularly arranged,
led by the Recruit Health Insurance Union.
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Raising Work Productivity

Through reviewing work processes and introduction of IT tools, Recruit Group
is working to improve our productivity without losing any value. Some of our
initiatives include:

e Moving meetings online through the use of business messaging, cloud
storage and video conferencing.

e Inviting experts to talk at events to help spread knowledge concerning
productivity, and to share expertise in developing productive work and
study environments while maintaining a work-life balance.

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Childcare and Nursing Support B8 - 7t

Childcare Support: Daycare Center Entry Support

Working parents are increasingly in need of support to get their child into a
daycare center in Japan. This is especially an issue in the Tokyo metropolitan
area. In response, we set up an internal mechanism to offer optimal solutions,
stationing in-house "Hokatsu-No-Mikata Counselors (daycare center entry
counselors)" since FY2018. (“Hokatsu-No-Mikata” literally means “being on the
side of parents trying to get into a daycare center.”)

They identify and sort out various daycare center entrance rules that differ from
municipality to municipality and propose the best way to get into a daycare
center suited to each parent's needs, such as their lifestyle and the timing of
returning to work. We also formed partnerships with third-party daycare centers
to support returning to work. As a result, the daycare enroliment rate” of the
employees who used our support in FY2022 was 100%. In FY2020, we started
to share this mechanism and knowledge with other companies, to contribute to
society through the improvement of childcare support.

Data security, cybersecurity and data privacy are regarded and audited as the
high-priority risk by the Company. Measures to protect data security and data
privacy are positioned as a key theme for the Audit & Supervisory Board, which
conducts data security and data privacy audits.

Internal audits on data security, cybersecurity and data privacy are also
conducted on a regular basis. Operating under the direct control of the CEO,
the department in charge of internal audits conducts assessments and
intensive audits on data security, cybersecurity and data privacy risks across
Recruit Group as a team independent of the SBUs.

Internal audits of data security, cybersecurity and data privacy incorporate the
knowledge of external third-party experts and use external resources to
conduct vulnerability assessments and perform penetration tests and red team
exercises. When the department in charge of internal audits discovers a
deficiency, it notifies the department audited and the department responsible
for internal controls to address the situation. Working alongside the
departments in charge of risk management and legal affairs, the department in
charge of internal audits monitors the efforts to ensure data security,
cybersecurity and data privacy across the Company.

In addition to the above, the Company undergoes external audits required
when acquiring or maintaining third-party data security and data privacy
certifications.

The Company implements various measures to minimize, detect, and prevent
damage caused by incidents related to data security, cybersecurity and data
privacy.

In preparation for handling such incidents, the Company has also set the
Recruit Group Risk Escalation Rules. The Company and its subsidiaries have
mechanisms in place to identify, report and address any potential or existing
data security, cybersecurity and data privacy issues, as well as any other
issues with severe consequences on the potential for them to our business
operations. We communicate these rules and mechanisms to all employees,
including contract workers and temporary staff. We set up a crisis management
task force within Recruit Holdings for any mission-critical situation.

For example, Matching & Solutions SBU has a specialized response
department called Recruit-CSIRT (Recruit Cyber Security Incident Response
Team) in place.

We also utilize insurance appropriate to the nature of our business to control
against certain losses, expenses, and damages associated with cyber risk.

Recognizing the social responsibility and influence of its business, Recruit
Group is aware of its immense responsibility to handle personal information
appropriately. In order to ensure that decisions regarding the use of data are
made not only in accordance with laws and regulations, but also with socially
accepted norms, the Group incorporates risk criteria as its standard in the
approval process for product and service development.

For example, the Matching & Solutions SBU has implemented the following
processes in conjunction with product and service development, to reduce the
risk in data utilization.

e Standardization of product development flow and check process:
Steps from planning, release and operation of new products are
standardized across all group companies.

e Reinforcement of cross-organizational system for personal
information protection and data utilization: Systems has been
implemented for all businesses to check privacy perspectives, and to
oversee the state of data management across the organization. For
each service, a privacy officer has been appointed for comprehensive
oversight from the perspective of privacy protection.

e Establishment of a department dedicated to data privacy
protection: An organization dedicated to data privacy protection was
established within the legal department to work with the department in
charge of examining data utilization.

e Implementation of internal awareness programs: Educational
activities are conducted for directors, executive officers, and employees
who handle personal information.

The Company sets the Recruit Group Human Rights Policy, which was
resolved by the Board of Directors, based on discussions in the Sustainability

Committee. This policy has been set to protect all employees, temporary
staff, including those who work for its business clients through the Staffing
SBU, and its senior management. The Company is also committed to
carefully identifying risks and to respecting and protecting human rights,
which may be affected by the rapid development of technology.

In order to ensure respect for human rights, oversight responsibility is
assigned to a member of the Board of Directors who is responsible for
sustainability. Day-to-day responsibilities are allocated to the department in
charge of compliance and that in charge of sustainability, which take the lead
in implementing measures in cooperation with related departments of the
Company.

Department in charge of Compliance
The department gathers information on human rights topics in our businesses
and workplaces, monitors the situation in our subsidiaries, develops the
Company's compliance strategies and plans, and implements them based on
the Compliance Committee’s decisions.

Department in charge of Sustainability

The department in charge of sustainability collects information concerning
global human rights themes and considers future activities to be conducted
through participation in stakeholder dialogues, international conferences and
human rights workshops.
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Since FY2017, the department has been participating in human rights
workshops organized by BSR (Business for Social Responsibility™), and has
been informed of the most recent human rights issues as well as the
countermeasures that companies can take. In addition, to assess human rights
risks and consider countermeasures within the Company, the number of
reports on human rights violations made through the whistleblower system and
its trends are regularly reported to and discussed by the Board of Directors,
generally semi-annually.

All SBUs of Recruit Group conduct compliance training, which includes human
rights training for its employees, to mitigate human rights risks. Training
programs are provided according to the organization and business
characteristics of each SBU, and the training focuses on harassment and other
human rights issues related to products and services of Recruit Group.

For example, we provide training to avoid discriminatory expressions in our
advertisement businesses, sales activities, customer support, and product
development.

Recruit Holdings and Matching & Solutions SBU also create and distribute a
booklet on compliance and human rights, to promote employee human rights
education. Employees are tested to see how well they comprehend the topic.
The booklet portrays situations that employees may encounter in their work or
through the interactions with various stakeholders, including suppliers, and
explains how to respond by highlighting corporate ethics and internal rules. By
simulating experiences in the booklet, our employees can understand the need
for rules to ensure corporate ethics and compliance. There are also compliance
training programs (including on bullying and harassment) for management-level
staff, such as for new executives and managers.

From the beginning, Recruit Group has considered human rights while
operating its business. In light of the widening scope of human rights that
companies must consider in recent years, all three SBUs in our group
companies have respectively implemented human rights due diligence to
promote respect for human rights in our business operations.
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Specifically, by working in cooperation with the Internal Control Department as
part of our risk management measures, we identify and assess potential
human rights risks which may exist in our business activities while considering
possible countermeasures against significant risks for companies within Recruit
Group. In implementing due diligence, consideration is given to socially
vulnerable people, such as women, children, and immigrant workers, and
includes the topics of forced labor, human trafficking, child labor, discrimination,
freedom of association, and right to collective bargaining.

We consider and implement measures to prevent and mitigate human rights
violations that are likely to occur, depending on the business characteristics of
each SBU.

e HR Technology SBU: Discussed issues concerning "technology and
unconscious bias" and devised various measures to help mitigate this.
This is an ongoing effort requiring continuous action. In 2023, Indeed
conducted a human rights risk assessment throughout the value chain
(including operations, supply chain, jobseekers, employers and the
community), and identified salient human rights risks™. Indeed will now
consider and implement measures to prevent and mitigate the human
rights risks, and plan for future periodic reviews.

e Matching & Solutions SBU: Assesses the human rights impact of its
value chain, including the supply chain, where areas are identified in
which the likelihood and severity of human rights risks are high™.

The Board of Directors of the Company established the Recruit Group Code of
Ethics as universal guidelines that govern our conduct. The Code of Ethics
describes fundamental legal and ethical practices that all senior management,
employees, including contract employees and temporary staff of the Company
are required to follow. All employees are informed of the Code of Ethics, and
the Company plans and conducts necessary training sessions for them to
ensure compliance with the Code of Ethics and its internal policies.

We also have a set of basic compliance principles called the Recruit Group
Compliance Policy, approved by the Board of Directors, which serves as
compliance guidelines for officers and all employees. The Board of Directors
monitors its effectiveness.

The Recruit Group Compliance Policy sets the following rules:

Corporate ethics and compliance constitute one of our Material Foundations for
Corporate Activities to increase corporate value in a sustainable manner by
prospering together with all stakeholders. The Company views corporate ethics
and compliance as a fundamental prerequisite for our corporate activities, and
defines them as meeting society’s expectations and demands through
appropriate action both as a company and as individuals, and we strive to take
it beyond the framework of simple legal compliance.

Based on the above, the Company conducts initiatives such as employee
training and whistleblowing programs. The Board of Directors monitors
corporate ethics and compliance initiatives, based on discussions in the
Compliance Committee, which is an advisory body to the Board of Directors.

Responsibilities of the Board of Directors B SDER

The Board of Directors carries out the following types of monitoring to confirm
the effectiveness of compliance so that oversight is not a mere pro forma
observance.

The Compliance Committee is an advisory body to the Board of Directors
chaired by the Representative Director, President and CEO.

The Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for appointing an individual
with ultimate responsibility for compliance, establishing a department in charge
of compliance, making decisions on basic group-wide compliance policies, and
monitoring the effectiveness of the compliance measures.

The Representative Director, President and CEO convenes and serves as
chairperson of the Compliance Committee, evaluates the effectiveness of each
SBU’s compliance program, and makes decisions on the group-wide
compliance plan at the Business Strategy Meeting.

The Board of Directors of each SBU Headquarters appoints an individual
responsible for compliance at the SBU, makes decisions on the SBU’s basic
compliance policies, and monitors the effectiveness of the SBU’s compliance
measures. The President / CEO of each SBU Headquarters convenes and
serves as the chairperson of that SBU’s Compliance Committee.

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The President / CEO of each subsidiary of the Company appoints an individual
who is ultimately responsible for compliance at the subsidiary, evaluates the
effectiveness of compliance, and makes decisions on and inspections of the
subsidiary’s operational plans in terms of compliance.

The Company has formulated Recruit Group Policies to accompany the Recruit
Group Code of Ethics so that all Recruit Group employees conduct corporate
activities while adhering to corporate ethics and compliance. This is a set of
shared group-wide policies for Recruit Holdings and its subsidiaries on matters
such as decision-making, investment management, finance, human resource
management, risk management, and compliance, designed to ensure unified
group-wide management.

Internal audits related to corporate ethics are conducted each year to ensure
compliance with the Recruit Group Code of Ethics and other internal
regulations. The Internal Audit Department conducts these internal audits. This
department had 18 members as of April 1, 2022, and reports directly to the
Representative Director, President and CEO. We also hire external business
partners to capitalize on expert knowledge and ensure stable resources.

When a deficiency is found, the Internal Audit Department notifies the audited
division and the departments responsible for internal controls to improve the
situation. The Internal Audit Department also follows up on the status of
improvements to ensure that the Company conducts business appropriately.

In addition, Audit & Supervisory Board members also conduct audits of
corporate ethics and compliance as one of the Company’s key themes.

The Company sets the policy to provide compliance education to all employees
based on the Code of Ethics, and has the management of our subsidiaries
send out messages regarding compliance on a regular basis. Based on these
policies, Recruit Holdings and each subsidiary takes the following measures:
provide the Code of Conduct in 11 languages, distribute leaflets and other
electronic media on ethical standards and compliance,) test the level of
understanding, and deliver speeches and email messages from the Presidents
of group companies, to ensure that our respect for compliance is properly
conveyed.

Each subsidiary also has company-level compliance training in place that best
fits its business*'.

Whistleblower System

The Company has defined its whistleblower system and escalation process for
reporting incidents in the Recruit Group Compliance Regulations. Recruit
Holdings and its subsidiaries have established whistleblower systems in the
event that any employee, including contract employees and temporary staff,
discover potential issues related to internal controls. These include reporting
hotlines for harassment and/or illegal or other inappropriate behavior to
promptly transmit information to the applicable department in charge of
compliance within Recruit Holdings and its subsidiaries. The department in
charge of compliance that receives the report promptly and thoroughly
investigates the matter, decides on response measures in consultation with the
related departments, and implements appropriate measures in response.

The whistleblower system is available for all employees, including contract
employees, temporary staff, and full-time partners working in Recruit Group, to
report if they feel they are being unfairly treated during work or in the
workplace. They can also use the hotlines when, from a third-party perspective,
they find or sense misconduct or unjust treatment, such as bribery, corruption,
unfair competition, data leakage, conflict of interest, insider trading, bullying or
other harassment. Recruit Holdings and its subsidiaries take various initiatives
to ensure that all of our people know these hotlines are readily available for
them.

Recruit Holdings also provides access to a third-party operated external hotline
as a whistleblower system for all employees including contract employees and
temporary staff, so that more people can easily access the whistleblower
system. Only upon approval by the whistleblower, the contents of their report
filed via the external hotline are shared directly with Recruit Holdings’ Audit &
Supervisory Board members.

Our whistleblower system also offers hotlines for those outside the Recruit
Group, including our suppliers, users, clients and other third parties, on our
official website.

Protection for Whistleblowers

All of the hotlines are confidential reporting channels. The Recruit Group
Compliance Policy, resolved by the Board of Directors, ensures anonymity and
protection for all whistleblowers by prohibiting any retaliation, including
dismissal or unfair transfer, against any whistleblower for making a good-faith
compliance report. The policy also stipulates respect for the privacy of
whistleblowers, and ensures that the information of the whistleblower and the
details of the report will not be disclosed to anyone beyond the extent
necessary to handle the matter without the prior permission of the
whistleblower in question, so that they will not suffer any disadvantage because
of reporting under this system. Furthermore, the policy protects against any
harassment or retaliation from the whistleblower’s organization. Any violations
of this policy will be subject to disciplinary action, including, but not limited to
admonishment, reduction of salary, or termination.
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Bribery and Anti-Corruption Policy and Initiatives BEUINEER UBEERLIEICBI S 3 A # & BUE A

The Company prevents bribery according to the Recruit Group Compliance
Policy formulated by the Board of Directors. The policy stipulates that Recruit
Holdings and all of its consolidated subsidiaries worldwide be in compliance
with the US Foreign Corrupt Practices Act (FCPA) and other relevant laws and
regulations in each region and country to maintain proper relationships with
politicians and public officers, and specifically sets forth prohibited acts. The
prohibited acts include directly or indirectly providing, offering, promising to
provide, or accepting any money or other items of value to acquire a wrongful
gain in business. In Japan, for example, we have strict, specific rules for dining
and gift-giving when dealing with politicians and public officials, and provide
training to ensure that all our employees are aware of these rules. We also
specify thresholds that require prior approval from or after-the-fact reporting to
the department in charge of compliance.

The policy is reviewed by relevant departments in charge as appropriate and
revised when necessary for approval by the Board of Directors.

In addition to the above, we ensure preventing bribery and corruption through
the following initiatives.

e Implementing group-wide whistleblower systems. Hotlines are available
for all employees, including contract employees, temporary staff, and
full-time partners working in Recruit Group, to report when they find or
sense misconduct such as bribery, corruption, or unfair competition.

e We also put in place and communicate the code of practice covering
anti-bribery and anti-corruption.

e Employees of our main subsidiaries, including contract employees,
and temporary staff, receive compliance education and tests that
cover such topics as bribery, anti-corruption, and unfair competition.
At Recruit Holdings, Matching & Solutions SBU and Japan
operations of Staffing SBU, the attendance rate in FY2022 was
100%.

e We provide individual anti-bribery and anti-corruption training tailored
to business units and regions.

e Periodic confirmation of compliance with regulations within the
Company and some subsidiaries.
